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Dear Partners, 
We are writing to you this newsletter just right after our 
return from our first mission’s trip to Darhan. We were 
there from Oct. 26th–30th 
together with nine SLBC 
seniors from Mongolia. 
Darhan is located in 
northern Mongolia. It is 
one of the biggest and 
nicest cities in Mongolia. 
Our team did great 
because it was very 
united and everybody had a willing, joyful, and servant’s 
attitude. We held 16 meetings there (two kid’s and youth 
services each, a deliverance service, a healing seminar, 
a Sunday service, several cell group meetings, and some 
fellowship with the leaders of our host church). Our SLBC students challenged especially the local 
youth to walk in humility and to be on fire for God.  

Altogether 65 children were saved, 35 people recei-
ved prayer for deliverance, 40 received prayer for 
healing (after both services came about 10 people to 
testify publicly of their healing/deliverance), and one 
woman was baptized in the Holy Spirit in her home. 

The first lady Katrin prayed for 
received her inner healing. 
Another lady had pain in her 
shoulder and also in her back. 
After prayer Katrin told her to 
move her arm and the pain was 
immediately completely gone! 
One lady felt a tremendous 
heat in her belly during prayer 
(she had a liver & kidney prob-
lem). The other three SLBC 

missions-teams reported similar breakthroughs and events from three other areas of Mongolia.
